2011 California Marine Recreational Fishing Expenditure Survey

ACTION

CRFS Samplers will collect names and contact information of beach/bank (BB) and man-made structure (MM) anglers in 2011 (January – December) for an expenditure survey.
BACKGROUND

National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) is conducting an economic survey in California this year.  It is designed to find out how much money saltwater sport anglers contribute to California’s economy, including how many jobs saltwater sport angling supports.  This information will be used to estimate the economic value of sportfishing and to evaluate the economic impacts of changes to sportfishing regulations.
The survey will be sent (via mail or e-mail) to randomly-selected anglers.  The survey will ask anglers to estimate how much they spent per trip, and how much they spent during the year.  In addition, the survey will ask about basic fishing activities, such as whether anglers fished from shore or from a boat, whether anglers used their own car, or rented a car, and more.  
All survey responses will be kept strictly confidential.  All information provided provided by the anglers will be aggregated and summarized.  Volunteers’ names and contact information will only be used for this economic survey.
We will be recruiting volunteers from all fishing modes during our telephone survey of licensed anglers.  In addition, CRFS samplers will collect the names and contact information of angler they encounter fishing on beaches, banks and man-made structures.  

INSTRUCTIONS

Who should I ask to volunteer?  

· All marine anglers that you encounter sportfishing for finfish from beaches, banks or man-made structures.

· It doesn’t matter whether the angler fishes once a year or many times during the year.  It is important to get a cross-section of anglers
· It doesn’t matter what percentage of their fishing trip is completed (i.e., the 50% rule doesn’t apply).
When should I ask anglers to volunteer?

· Ask beach/bank (BB) and man-made structure (MM) anglers wherever you encounter them (e.g., during BB and MM assignments assignment, during pressure checks and on assignments for other modes).

· You may ask anglers any time during your assignment.  One approach is to wait until the end of your CRFS interview and creel census to tell the angler about the survey and ask him or her to participate.  
Where should I record the angler’s contact information?
· Ultimately the information needs to be recorded on the form titled, “2011 Volunteers for National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) Expenditure Survey” (also known as the  Expenditure Survey Form).  You may record the information directly on the Expenditure Survey Form, or for ease and to help speed-up the interview, you may record information on the bottom of the Angler Form and then transfer it to the Expenditure Survey Form.
What information is needed?
· NMFS needs the following information:

1. Name and contact information.  There are two options for contact information:
a. Mailing address (with telephone number and e-mail address optional)

b. E-mail address and zip code (with telephone number optional)

2. Site where the angler was fishing (County-Site code)
3. Date

4. Mode

5. License type

6. 12-month avidity 
7. The information below for the time you were at the site (i.e., the site visit).  Record it on the line with the first angler for that site visit.

a. Number of refusals for the economic survey (i.e., the number of anglers you asked to volunteer and who did not provide contact information for the economic survey). 
b. Number of anglers who you couldn’t interview or ask to volunteer because of a language barrier.
c. Estimated number of anglers at the site while you where there.  
· We want to connect the volunteer with an interview when possible.  So, record the Assignment Identification Number (ASSN ID) and the Interview Number on the Expenditure Survey Form if the angler is recruited during a CRFS interview.
· The telephone number isn’t essential, but helpful for follow-up questions.
Hints
· To help you tally the number of anglers who refused to volunteer for the economic survey, you might want to place an R or 9 (R=Refusal,  9=Refusal) at the bottom of the Angler Form when an angler doesn’t give his/her name and contact information for the economic survey.
 May I put recruits from more than one assignment on an Expenditure Survey Form?

· Yes, you may put contact information from a number of assignments on same form and you may put anglers that you recruited opportunistically on the form with those recruited during an assignment.

· Don’t put recruits from more than one month on the same form.

When should I submit the forms?
· Submit the forms to your field lead each week with your other sampling forms.  
· At the end of the month, all forms should be submitted as soon as possible.

Item-by-item Instructions

CNTY – Record the numeric code for the county where the site is located.  

SITE – Record the 3-digit site code matching the county.  

ASSN ID – Record the 6-digit Assignment Identification Number that you were given for the assignment.   If angler not recruited during a BB or MM assignment, write NA (not applicable).
Format:  MMDNNN where MM is the month ranging from 01-12, D is the CRFS District from 1 to 6, and NNN is the sequence number from 001 to 999.  

INTERVIEW # - Record the CRFS interview number.  If no CRFS interview conducted, then write NA (not applicable).
DATE - Record the month and day you recruited the volunteer.
Format:  MMDD

Example:  0103 = January 3
MODE – Fishing mode

Codes:  BB = Beach/Bank mode

  MM = Man-made structure mode

NAME, E-MAIL, ADDRESS, CITY, STATE, ZIP CODE, and TELEPHONE are self explanatory.  Try to get full contact information (i.e,  mailing address, e-mail address and telephone number).  If the angler will only provide an e-mail address, please ask for a zip code.  The zip code is needed for estimation purposes.
LIC TYPE – Type of fishing license

Question:  What type of license do you have?

Codes:   0 = No license

1 = Annual license.  This includes, resident annual, non-resident annual, lifetime, free, and reduced fee licenses.

3(#) = Daily (number of days the license is issued for, e.g. 1, 2, 10).  

# DAYS 12 MO – 12-month avidity.  This is the same question asked on all CRFS forms.
Question:  Not counting today, how many days in the last 12 months have you gone saltwater sport fishing for finfish in California or from boats launched in California?

TOTAL FOR VISIT AT CNTY-SITE – Total number of angler in each category below at the site when you were sampling.  If you go to a site multiple times during an assignment, put the totals for each time you were at the site.  Record the totals on the line with the first volunteer for the site visit.
REFUSED - Number angler who declined to volunteer for the economic survey.  Don’t include CRFS refusals (i.e., people who refused to be interviewed for CRFS).  Only include those anglers who you asked to provide contact information for the economic survey and refused.

LANGUAGE BARRIER - Number of anglers who you couldn’t interview for CRFS or asked to participate in the economic survey because of a language barrier.

TOTAL # ANGLERS - Estimated number of anglers at the site while you where there.  For volunteers recruited during a BB or MM assignment, record the estimate from the Assignment Summary Form.  For volunteers recruited outside a BB or MM assignment, count the number of anglers at the site.  
EXAMPLE
See the example form.  Please note the example uses an earlier verion of the form, but the procedures apply to the latest version of the form.
(1) The three volunteers were recruited during assignment 12071 at site 111-101.  All the recruits were interviewed for CRFS, and their interview number are recorded.  The totals for that site are listed in the row for the first recruit at that site.

(2) The two volunteers were recruited during the same assignment as in #1 (assignment 12071) but at a different site.  The first recruit at that site was interviewed for CRFS, and her interview number is recorded.  The second recruit wasn’t interviewed for CRFS, and the interview number is listed as “NA” for not applicable.  He may have completed less than 50% of his fishing trip or he may have refused the CRFS interview.  The totals for that site are listed in the row for the first recruit for that site.
(3) This volunteer was recruited outside the samplers assignment for the day.  The assignment identification number (ASSN ID) is listed as “NA” for not applicable and no interview number is recorded.  The county-site, mode and date are recorded.  The totals for that site are listed in the row for that recruit since he was the only person recruited at that site on that day.
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
