Private Access Field Tasks:

1. Map out private access sites. Refer to the marina list for addresses. Cross check the information on the marina list with information gathered in the field. Locate private access site (marinas and residences), and pinpoint them on the map. Record any additional information that may be helpful. Try to obtain addresses for private residences that may have fishing activity.

2. Obtain GPS locations for sites.  For large sites, get a location for the “boundaries” of the site. Describe where the GPS reading was taken (example: from the marina office). For private residences, one street could be considered a “site”.

3. Mark sites on the map using a colored marker (use the site info books as an example).
