The sportfish landing is the fourth building on the right.  The rental boat office is to the right of the landing.  Free parking.  Winter schedule: 6 a.m. (½ day), 7 a.m. (¾ day), and 12:30 p.m. (½ day).  Summer schedule: 5:30 a.m. (¾ day, Mexico), 6 a.m. (½ day), 6:30 a.m (¾ day, U.S.), 12:30 p.m. (½ day), plus twilight trips (daily) and overnight trips.   Vessels: San Diego, Sea Watch, Orion, New Seaforth, Legend, Aristokat (6-pack), Cortez, El Gato Dos (6-pack), Pacific Star, Voyager, Pacific Voyager, Outer Limits, Endeavor, Limitless, and Mission Belle.

For sportfishing: From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway to the 8 west and exit on Rosecrans (Highway 209).  Follow Rosecrans for about 3 miles and then make a left on Shelter Island Drive and then a left on Scott Street.  You will almost immediately see the docks to your right.  Make sure you have money because you must pay for parking on your way out, the sportfishing boats will not validate. The cost is  $5.00.    There are restrooms behind the Pt. Loma Sportfishing office.  Winter schedule: 6 a.m. (¾ day), 9 a.m. (½ day, Monday through Friday), 6:30 a.m. (½ day, weekends and holidays only), and 1 p.m. (½ day, weekends and holidays only).  Summer schedule: 6 a.m. (¾ day), 6:30 a.m. (½ day), 1 p.m. (½ day), 6:30 p.m. (twilight), 11 p.m. (overnight).  Vessels: Malihini, Fisherman III, Cherokee Geisha, Champ, Producer, Alicia, Big Game 90, Bright and Morning Star, Cazadora, Charger, Chase, Coral Sea, Diawa Pacific, Fortune, Horizon, Indian, Mustang, My Fair Lady, Ocean Odyssey, Patriot, Penetrator, Ranger 85, Reel Champion, Sea Adventure, Top Gun 80,Red Rooster III, Spirit of Adventure and Sunrise.  


For rental boats: From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway to the 8 west and exit on Rosecrans (Highway 209).  Follow Rosecrans for about 3 miles and then make a left on Shelter Island Drive and then a left on Scott Street.  You will almost immediately see the docks to your right.  Make sure you have money because you must pay for parking on your way out, but the sportfishing boats will validate so the cost is only $2.00. For breakwater: From either the north or the south take the 5 to San Diego.  Exit at Rosecrans (Highway 209) and follow this  for about three miles then turn left on Shelter Island Drive.  Follow this road around to the right.  The launch ramp will be on the left directly across from Humphrey’s restaurant.  The breakwater is to the right of the launch ramp.  There are restrooms and drinking fountains near the benches at the top of the launch ramp.


For beach/bank: From either the north or the south take the 5 to San Diego.  Exit at Rosecrans (Highway 209) and follow this to Kellogg Street (past Shelter Island Drive) and turn left.  This is the southernmost access north of Fort Rosecrans Military Reservation.   Other areas that should also be checked are accessible by heading back up Rosecrans (don’t pass Shelter Island Drive though) and turning right on any of the side streets.   To get to Shelter Island proper, turn right on Shelter Island Drive.  Anglers fish along most parts of the island.  Parking is usually not a problem.  There are restrooms and drinking fountains near the benches at the top of the launch ramp.


For launch ramp: From either the north or the south take the 5 to San Diego.  Exit at Rosecrans (Highway 209) and follow this  for about three miles then turn left on Shelter Island Drive.  Follow this road around to the right.  The launch ramp will be on the left directly across from Humphrey’s restaurant.  There are restrooms and drinking fountains near the benches at the top of the launch ramp.

For pier:  From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway and exit at Marina Parkway; head west.  Turn left (west) on  Sandpiper Way then make another left on Bayside Pkwy.  The road ends in a parking lot for the harbor park and pier.  Turn left in the parking lot and go to the end.  The pier is at the end of the lot.  Restrooms, phones, and drinking fountains are available at the base of the pier, but there is no snack bar.


For beach/bank:  From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway and exit at Marina Parkway; head west.  Turn left (west) on  Sandpiper Way then make another left on Bayside Pkwy.  The road ends in a parking lot for the harbor park and pier.  Turn left in the parking lot and go to the end.  Restrooms, phones, and drinking fountains are available at the base of the pier, but there is no snack bar. 


For launch ramp:  From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway and exit at Marina Parkway; head west.  Turn left on Marina Way.  Follow this to the end, and turn right into the parking lot. For beach/bank: From the north take the 5 freeway south, exit at Sea World Drive and turn right at the signal.  Exit at Ingraham/West Mission Bay Drive and stay in the right lane.  Follow the sign to West Mission Bay Drive.  From the south head north on the 5 freeway to the 8 freeway west.  Exit at Sports Arena/West Mission Bay Drive and turn right.  Follow the signs to West Mission Bay Drive.  Turn left at the signal to the Hyatt hotel parking lot.  Once on Quivira Road you can follow this all the way around to Quivira Point to the north, and to Hospitality Point to the south.   This site only includes anglers fishing inside Quivira Basin; anglers fishing outside the basin would be fishing site 204 which is Mission Bay West.  Pay phones are available near Seaforth and Islandia Sportfishing offices.   PR mode is included here for anglers launching kayaks or float tubes.


For sportfishing: From the north take the 5 freeway south, exit at Sea World Drive and turn right at the signal.  Exit at Ingraham/West Mission Bay Drive and stay in the right lane.  Follow the sign to West Mission Bay Drive.  Turn left at the signal to the Hyatt Hotel parking lot.  From the south head north on the 5 freeway to the 8 freeway west.  Exit at Sports Arena/West Mission Bay Drive and turn right.  Follow the signs to West Mission Bay Drive.  Turn left at the signal to the Hyatt hotel parking lot.  Islandia Sportfishing is located behind the hotel.   Free parking.  Winter schedule: 9 a.m. (½ day, Monday through Friday), 6 a.m. (½ day Saturday and Sunday), 7 a.m. (¾ day), and 12:30 p.m. (½ day, Saturday and Sunday).  Summer schedule: 6 a.m. (½ day), 7 a.m. (¾  day), 12:30 p.m. (½ day), 6 p.m. (twilight), 7 p.m. to 4 a.m. (shark charters), and 10 p.m. (overnight).  Vessels: Dolphin, Dolphin II, and Phoenix.

From the north take the 5 freeway, exit at Garnet Avenue and head west.  (From the south take the 5 freeway north, exit at Grand Avenue and head west.)  Turn left (south) on Olney Street.  This is an RV campground with a market, restaurant, and rental cabins.  The marina has a store, boat rentals, and moorage for about 50 boats.  The boat ramp is not open to the general public, just registered guests.  You must identify yourself and why you wish to enter and they will let you in.  Parking is very limited; just follow the signs to the water and park near the rental office and place your Fish & Game placard on your dashboard.

For pier:  From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway to the Coronado Bay Bridge (Highway 75); the toll costs $1.00 which you must pay once you cross the bridge.   Continue straight then turn right on B Avenue.  Parking is no problem but it can get crowded on the weekends. 

For beach/bank: From the north take the 5 freeway to the Coronado Bay Bridge (Highway 75); the toll costs $1.00 which you must pay once you cross the bridge.  Once across the bridge take a left at the first traffic signal to stay on SR 75.  Turn right on R. H. Dana Place.  This turns into Ocean Blvd.  Follow this to the end at Shoreline Park and the gate into North Island Naval Air Station.  This is the northern boundary of the site; the Navy does not allow people to fish north of here (to Zuniga Point).  To access the rest of the site, continue south on SR 75.  You can access the beach by turning on Avenida del Sol or Avenida de las Arenas (just before the amphibious base).  (From the south take the 5 freeway to Palm Avenue (SR 75) and head west.  SR 75 will turn north once you reach Imperial Beach.  Follow this road to Avenida del Sol or Avenida de las Arenas and head west.)  There are payphones and restrooms available at Glorietta launch ramp.  Food is available at the businesses in Coronado or Imperial Beach.  


For launch ramp:  From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway to the Coronado Bay Bridge (Highway 75); the toll costs $1.00 which you must pay once you cross the bridge.  Follow Highway 75 then make a left on Orange Avenue.  Follow this and then make a left on Silver Strand Blvd.  Turn left on Strand Way.  The launch ramp will be on the left, next to the public pool.  Parking isn’t a problem.  Payphones and restrooms are available at the launch ramp.

For jetties:  From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway to Oceanside.  Exit on Oceanside Harbor Drive and head west until the street ends then make a left.  Stay in left lane and turn left as you’re going down the hill.  Follow the road around to the right, past the sportfish landing, restaurants and shops.  The south jetty is near the stop sign.  To get to the north jetty make a right turn at the stop sign, continue past the launch ramp, and drive to the end of the parking lot.  You may also find beach and bank anglers between the launch ramp and the north jetty.  You must display your Fish and Game placard on your dashboard.  There are restrooms, a pay phone, and a minimart available.  


For sportfishing:  From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway to Oceanside.  Exit on Oceanside Harbor Drive and head west until the street ends then make a left.  Stay in left lane and turn left as you’re going down the hill.  Follow the road around to the right, and across from the Chart House restaurant you can turn left underneath a small bridge to park for free.  The sportfish landing is between the Chart House and the other shops.  Restrooms and a pay phone are available.   Winter schedule: 7 a.m. (¾ day), 8 a.m. (rockcod, Friday, Saturday and Sunday only), 10 a.m. (½ day).  Summer schedule: 6:00 a.m. (¾ day), 6:30 a.m. (½ day), 12:30 p.m. (½ day), 6 p.m. (twilight).  Vessels: Oceanside 95, Sea Trek, Sea Star, Electra, Advance, Laura J and Pacific Venture (6-pack, can be sampled dockside).

For launch ramp:  From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway to Oceanside.  Exit on Oceanside Harbor Drive and head west until the street ends then make a left.  Stay in left lane and turn left as you’re going down the hill.  Follow the road around to the right, past the sportfish landing, restaurants and shops.  Make a right turn at the stop sign near the south jetty.  The launch ramp will be on your right.  Be sure to display your Fish & Game placard on your dashboard.  There is a boat wash area where you can conduct interviews.  Restrooms and a pay phone are available.

For pier:  From north take the 5 freeway south to Imperial Beach and exit on Palm Avenue.  Turn right (west) on Palm Avenue and stay to the left.  Follow Palm Avenue for abut 4 miles and then turn left on Seacoast Drive.  (From the south, take the 5 freeway north to Imperial Beach and exit on Coronado Avenue, heading west.  This street eventually turns into Imperial Beach Blvd.  Turn right on Seacoast Drive.)  The pier is at Evergreen and Ocean Blvd.  Parking is limited, just be sure to display your Fish & Game placard on your dashboard.   There are restrooms, pay phones, and a store available at the base of the pier.

For beach/bank: From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway to the Coronado Bay Bridge (SR 75).  There is a one way westbound toll of $1.00. Stay on SR 75 south to the state beach.  There is no beach access south of the state beach until you pass the Naval Radio Station going south on 75.  Head west on Palm Avenue (SR 75), and then south on Seacoast Drive.  There are numerous beach access points off Seacoast, which ends in a cul-de-sac at the Tijuana Slough Wildlife Refuge.  To access Border Field State Park, get back on the 5 freeway, head south and exit at Dairy Mart Road.  (Dairy Mart Road is also the saltwater cutoff for the Tijuana River so you should look for anglers fishing the bank.)  This road will eventually turn into Monument Road; follow this to the state park.  At the ranger shack at the entrance to the State Park turn left (south) onto the dirt road.  Follow this to a parking lot on the beach.  Payphones and restrooms are up on the bluff above the beach parking lot on the U.S. side across from the bull ring, and also at the Imperial Beach pier.

For jetties:  From the north take the 5 south to Carlsbad, exit at Tamarack Avenue and head west.  Turn left (south) on Carlsbad Blvd. (S21).  (From the south take the 5 north to Carlsbad, exit on Palomar Airport Road or Cannon Road and head west.  Head north on S21 (Carlsbad Blvd.).) The northern jetties are at the mouth of Agua Hedionda Lagoon; the southern jetties are at the Encina Power Plant, just north of Cannon Road.


For beach/bank: From the north take the 5 freeway south to Oceanside.  Exit on Oceanside Harbor Drive and head west until the street ends then make a left.  Stay in left lane and turn left as you’re going down the hill.  Follow the road around to the right, past the sportfish landing, restaurants and shops.   To get to the base of the north jetty make a right turn at the stop sign, continue past the launch ramp, and drive to the end of the parking lot.  To reach the southern end of the site continue south on Highway 101.  There are numerous access points: Oceanside City Beach, Frazee Beach, Tamarack Beach, and South Carlsbad State Beach.  PR mode is included here for anglers launching kayaks or float tubes.

From either the north or the south take the 5 freeway to the Coronado Bay Bridge (Highway 75); the toll costs $1.00 which you must pay once you cross the bridge.   Continue straight then turn right on B Avenue.  Turn left (north) on 1st Street to get to Shoreline Park and the north boundary of the site.  To get to Tidelands Park, south of the bridge, take B Avenue up to 2nd Street and turn left.  This street turns into Glorietta Blvd.  Turn left at Mullinix Drive and follow this to the end.  The next area south is near Glorietta Launch Ramp (site 073 112).  To access the southernmost part of this site, head south on SR75, turn left on Park, and then left again on Coronado Bay Road.  Much of this area is residential and may be off-limits to anglers.  The southernmost boundary of the site is at the fence for the North Island Naval Air Station, just north of the South County Biological Study Area.
