CRFS Fisheries Technicians will collect regional marine recreational fishery information from recreational anglers in the field. KNOWLEDGE/EXPERIENCE REQUIRED BY THE POSITION:
1. Ability to work independently with minimum amount of supervision for extended periods of time; lift 50 lbs.; walk several miles in a day over a variety of terrain; work outdoors in all types of weather, and ability to swim.

2. Knowledge of scientific data collection methods, the ability to accurately record data using manual and electronic means, and basic mathematical skills sufficient to summarize daily sampling data.

3. Must possess a valid driver’s license (evidence must be provided upon job offer). 

4. Must possess the ability to identify sample fish species (with prior education/experience, on-the-job training, or identification charts).

COMPLEXITY:
The challenge of this position is keeping up with the physical demands of working in the field (hiking, standing for long hours, etc.), identifying fish species, applying appropriate sampling methods in the biological and habitat data collection, and directing others in similar duties. Attention to safety, accuracy and detail is imperative.

PHYSICAL DEMANDS and WORK ENVIRONMENT
Long daily periods of hiking, carrying equipment, standing, etc. to collect and record biological and statistical data. Exposure to weather, slippery rocks, trails, and use of field equipment requires fine motor skills and attention to safety. Most of this work is performed in the field.  Frequent travel and for data collection may be required.
