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This file contains Chinook salmon length, adipose clip information, race, catch, salvage, and loss data for the 2012 – 2013 water year (10/1/2012 to current.  Data from 1993 – September 2012 are stored in the file “SALM9312.DBF” on this web site.
The data is reported by individual salmon unless 2 or more salmon of a specific length is salvaged at a specific time.  In this case, salvage and loss are listed cumulative for that specific length as indicated by the catch column (2 or more).

The data will be updated on a daily basis during week days during winter, spring, and summer.
The data was reported to DFG by the John E. Skinner Delta Fish Protective Facility (SWP) and Tracy Fish Collection Facility (CVP).

The data is stored in the DFG salvage data base located at the DFG office in Stockton.

Since this is a .dbf file and you probably don’t have this older application, the best way to download this file is to save it to your computer and open it directly into a data base such as Access or Excel.
