be equipped with a series of service stations 
bui lt and operated by Union Oi l Company of 
Ca lifornia.

Weller, manager in Hawaii, is studying th e city 
for the most suitab le sites, taking into consider­
ation fut ure growth and trend of traffic. 

In addition to the service stations that are now 
building, the Union Oil Company of Ca liforn ia 
has recently completed and moved into its large 
new olant coverin~ four acres , in I wi lei.
