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SITE DESCRIPTION:
This site is located just north of Fort Bragg along State Highway 1. This site is at the southern end of
MacKerricher State Park. Seasonal tidal inlet across wide sandy beach. Intertidal and nearshore seastacks
south of the creek entrance, and wave-cut platforms to the north. Some fringing marsh exists about .3 mile
upstream. A wooden trestle crosses the creek near the mouth.

SEASONAL and SPECIAL RESOURCE CONCERN
The marsh provides habitat for many kinds of ducks and shorebirds that forage there year round. Salmonid
migrations through the estuary would occur mostly during high water flow events during winter and spring.
