Santa Rosa Island is located 40 miles west of Ventura and is home to large numbers of seals and sea lions as 
well as colonies of seabirds. This site has seasonal marine mammal pupping and breeding from December 
through August and nesting seabirds from March through November. Trustee agencies may not sanction 
onshore response activities. Refer to and comply with introductory section before initiating any response 
activities.

Conditions in the Santa Barbara Channel and around the islands are variable and the ocean is unforgiving. 
Only experienced skippers with vessels capable of withstanding severe weather are advised to make the 
cross-channel passage. Major shipping lanes lie between the islands and the mainland.

              There are no feasible onshore protection strategies for this area.  Attempt to collect and/or disperse 
oil in offshore locations before it reaches the shoreline.  Before initiating any response activities within the 
Channel Islands National Marine Sanctuary or the Channel Islands National Park, refer to and comply with the 
Channel Islands Introductory section.
